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The Church of the Red Rocks is about to undertake the ONA process as outlined by the United 
Church of Christ.  Although Council approved this undertaking in August nothing has begun as 
yet.  However, since that approval there has been an undercurrent of both support and 
concern for the process.  Many have stated that they thought CRR was already an Open & 
Affirming congregation, so there is no need for this process.  On the opposite end of the 
spectrum are those who feel that this is an in appropriate action for CRR, and that if we do 
anything in this regard, they will find another church home.   
 
In 1985, the General Synod of the United Church of Christ adopted a resolution  to Òencourage 
a policy of non-discrimination in employment , volunteer service and membership policies with 
regard to sexual orientation; encourages associations, Conferences and all related 
organizations to adopt a similar policy; and encourages the congregations of the United 
Church of Christ to adopt a non-discrimination policy and a Covenant of Openness and 
Affirmation of persons of lesbian, gay and bisexual orientation within the community of faith.Ó  
As the General Synod Òspeaks to but not forÓ local churches, it is up to each local church to 
adopt an ONA statement.  The process toward adopting such a statement, which can take up 
to 2 years, is one that requires study, prayer and conversation.  The expected outcome of the 
process is that we, as a congregation, will know whether we want to adopt such a statement. 
 
So why do this, particularly if we, as a congregation, already think we are open and affirming?  
Because no one should have to guess about the boundaries of inclusion of The Church of the 
Red Rocks.  Many LGBT individuals and their families live with the pain of having believed Òwe 
welcome everyoneÓ means that ÒeveryoneÓ does not include them.  Every congregation that 
adds its name and commitment to the ONA movement helps to counter the widespread 
perception that ÒChristians think being gay, lesbian, bisexual or transgender is sinful.Ó 
 
A steering committee, led by Susan Hughes, is being established.  Watch for upcoming events 
in the bulletin and the Canyon Echo.

Health Corner 
 

Introduction to probiotics 
 
Probiotics are live microorganisms (in most cases, bacteria) that are similar to beneficial microorganisms found 
in the human gut. They are also called Òfriendly bacteriaÓ of Ògood bacteria.Ó  The World Health Organization 
defines probiotics as Òlive microorganisms, which when administered in adequate amounts, confer a health 
benefit on the host.Ó 
 
Probiotics are available in foods and in dietary supplements such as capsules, tablets and powders. Examples of 
foods that contain  probiotics are yogurt, fermented  and unfermented milk, miso, and some juices and soy 
beverages. 
 
There are several reasons that people are interested in probiotics for health purposes.First, the world is full of 
microorganisms and so are peopleÕs bodiesÑin and on the skin, in the gut, and in other orifices. Friendly 
bacteria are vital to proper development of the immune system, to protect against microorganisms that could 
cause disease, and to the digestion and absorption of food and nutrients. Interactions between a person and 
the microorganisms in the body can be crucial to the personÕs health and well being. 
 
This bacterial Òbalancing actÓ can be thrown off in two major ways: 
By antibiotics, when they kill friendly bacteria in the gut along with unfriendly bacteria. Some people use 
probiotics to offset side effects from antibiotics.  Anothe r part of the interest in probiotics stems from the fact 
there are cells in the digestive tract connected with the immune system. One theory is that if you alter the 
microorganisms in a personÕs intestinal tract (by introducing probiotic bacteria), you can affect the immune 
systemÕs defenses.  
 
Some uses of probiotics for which there is some encouraging evidence from the study of specific probiotic 
formulations are as follows: 
 
To treat diarrhea (this is the strongest area of evidence, especially for diarrhea from rotovirus) 
 To prevent and treat infections of the urinary tract 
  To treat irritable bowel syndrome 
   To reduce the recurrence of bladder cancer. 
ProbioticsÕ safety has not been thoroughly studied scientifically, and more informatio n is especially needed on 
how safe they are for young children, the elderl y, and people with compromised immune systems. 
If you are thinking about using a probiotic product, consult your health care provider FIRST.
